Questions for Globalization Final Exam

Please prepare answers for two of the following questions. Answers should be about three pages each in length, for a total exam of no more than 6-7 pages.

1. Choose one article from the rather large reading list (for instance, an article from Part 1 of the course).  Using your newfound and ever-increasing knowledge of globalization and the world economy (in terms of both history and theory), provide a critical review of your chosen article.  In your answer, be sure to describe which portions of the article you agree with and which you disagree with.  

2. Compare and contrast the nationalist and class (critical theory) positions on a world economy.  How are they similar?  How are they different?  Which position(s) did nations in the early 20th century draw upon in developing alternatives to the liberal global economic order?
3. What did Polanyi mean by the phrase “double movement”?  What examples of this “double movement” are provided in the history of the evolution of a global economy?
4. Describe the development of a world economy during the 19th and 20th centuries, taking care to comment on issues of dominant political institutions, as well as the appearance of different forms of cooperation and conflict between nations. 

5. Examine the impact of globalization on the developing world during the past 200 years.  What policies have developing nations utilized in their attempts to realize economic growth and development in the postwar period?  Do you believe such policies have been successful?

6. An important issue now dominating current globalization debates is the role and place of the nation-state within an increasingly interactive world economy.  Given the realities of globalization, do you believe the nation-state will disappear as a social and political unit?  What may this change mean for such institutions as international political organizations and NGOs?

A SOMEWHAT FAMILIAR OPTION: In lieu of one of the above questions, you may once again design and answer your own question based on course lectures and readings.  And once again, you will also be graded on the insightfulness, brilliance, originality, quality, and wit of your posed question.
